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In 1923, noted Gloucester Historian James R. Pringle,
organized and wrote a Historic Pageant that was
performed to large crowds at the city’s Tercentennial
Celebration of that year. As part of the printed program,
he included an essay entitled “The Indians on Cape Ann”.
Pringle claimed, that the earliest settler’s found the area
to be deserted and attributed it’s desertion to the “Great
Plague” of 1615.
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
